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Erb Institute Doctoral Research Grants


The Erb Institute has competitive funding for research support available for U-M PhD students whose work aligns with the Mission and Vision of the Institute (see http://erb.umich.edu/about/mission-and-vision-2/).  Students who have joined the Erb PhD Affiliates group are eligible to apply; to join, contact Erb Institute managing director Rick Bunch.

Awards of up to $2,500 will be made to defray research expenses associated with research projects; a preference will be given to projects related to doctoral dissertation work. These funds can be used for any expenses associated with the research process--e.g.., purchase of data sets, transcription costs, purchase of video tapes, research related travel costs, subject costs, copying expenses, etc. They can be used for salary only in the case of unfunded students. There is a $600 limit for conference related travel to present dissertation work (to either academic or practitioner audiences).  

An application will include: (1) a description and timeline of activities, (2) a complete list of expenditures with anticipated costs, (3) a disclosure of pending and received funding from other sources and (4) a list of the scope of the research activities and benefit of the research.  Please use the application form at the end of this memo.

· This funding is available to students once at the Pre-candidate level and not more than two times at the Candidate level.  Any U-M PhD student who has been accepted to the Erb PhD Affiliate community may apply for a grant.

· Each grantee will be required to acknowledge the support of the ‘Doctoral Research Grant program of the Frederick A. and Barbara M. Erb Institute for Global Sustainable Enterprise at the University of Michigan’ on any publication or presentation that results from the research that was made possible by this grant.  Grantees must also provide the Institute with a copy of any such publication or presentation.

· At the end of their 12-month grant period, each grantee must report to the Institute on research activities and outputs.  They must also certify that grant funds have been fully expended consistent with the purposes of the grant; an exact accounting and reconciliation is not required.

· Grantees are strongly encouraged to participate in the research life of the Institute by participating regularly in our PhD Affiliate lunches and by attending the Erb Colloquium series.

· Grant applications are to be submitted to the Managing Director of the Erb Institute by email at erbinstitute@umich.edu.  

· [bookmark: _GoBack]A committee consisting of the Directors of the Erb Institute will make award decisions.  Students may apply at any time, but the committee will review applications twice yearly, after October 31 and March 31, and will notify applicants shortly thereafter of award decisions.

· Students should actively seek funding support from other sources (Rackham, Home department, etc.) but not solicit any Director of the Erb Institute to provide additional funding beyond the support from the grant described herein.  This does not affect support in the form of GSI, GSRA or other general fund support.
